Brief Course Descriptions 
 
National 4 ï This is an internally assessed course which allows students to continue to develop language and communication skills, as well as their understanding and appreciation of 
literature. Pupils will also complete a Literacy assessment covering all four language skills. In order to achieve National 4, students must complete all of the assessments, including the 
Added Value Unit. All units are marked as Pass or Fail. 
National 5 ï This course enables pupils to develop the four language skills ï Reading, Writing, Talking and Listening. Students will experience a range of literature and be required to 
analyse various features of language though Critical Essay writing. Students will also study a set text to broaden their appreciation of Scottish literature and they will be expected to answer 
on this in their final exam. Close Reading skills will also be assessed. Students will sit two papers in the exam: Reading for Understanding, Analysis and Evaluation and Critical Reading. 
Higher ð Students would be expected to have attained a minimum of Grade B in National 5 to gain entry to the Higher course. This course allows students to continue to develop language 
and communication skills and their understanding and appreciation of literature. Through the study of detailed and complex texts in the contexts of language, literature or media, learners will 
use their reading skills to provide evidence of understanding, analysis and evaluation. Students will also provide evidence of talking and writing skills to create and produce complex texts in 
a chosen context. Students will sit two papers in the exam: Reading for Understanding, Analysis and Evaluation and Critical Reading. 
Advanced Higher English ï Students would be expected to have attained a Grade A in Higher English to gain entry to the Advanced Higher course. The course allows students to critically 
analyse and evaluate a wide range of complex and sophisticated literary texts. They will also apply critical, investigative and analytical skills to a literary topic of personal interest. Students 
will create a range of complex and sophisticated texts and apply knowledge and understanding of complex language in a wide range of contexts and use creative and critical thinking to 
synthesise ideas and arguments. The Course also develops high levels of analytical thinking and understanding of the impact of language. Students will sit two papers in the exam: Literary 
Study and Textual Analysis, which will count for 40% of their overall mark. The portfolio and dissertation will make up the remaining 60%. 
National 4 Media ï This is a challenging course, which involves the critical study of todayôs mass media. Film study is only a small part of the course. Students will complete three units 
internally: Analysing Media Content, Creating Media Content and an Added Value Unit. This course is assessed internally. 
National 5 Media ¬ï Students would be expected to have attained a pass in National 5 English to gain entry to this course. Learners being presented for National 5 Media will follow a 
similar structure as that of National 4. The National 5 exam counts for 50% of the learnerôs final mark, with the Media Assignment being the other 50%. 
Scottish Studies ï All units in the award are at SCQF level 5 and learners must complete a total of four units. Students must complete the mandatory Scottish Studies: Scotland in Focus 
unit. They will also complete three units from at least two of the following groups: Language and Literature, Society and Environment, Arts and Culture or Business, Industry and 
Employment.

Students are actively encouraged to take responsibility for their own learning.  
Supported study sessions are available for all courses throughout the year. 
A pass at Higher English is a compulsory entry requirement for some Higher Education degree courses.

Brief Course Descriptions 
NATIONAL 3/4/5 FRENCH, GERMAN AND SPANISH 
National 3,4 and 5 aim to develop your skills in understanding and using your chosen language(s), and in widening the range of topics with which you are familiar. 
The main themes are the same in each course: 
Society: includes relationships, media & technology, healthy living; 
Learning: includes school, approaches to study, dealing with exam stress; 
Employability: includes jobs, training, further study, ambitions, qualities sought by employers; 
Culture: aspects of the countries where the langue is spoken, travel. 
You will sit Unit Assessments in each skill (Talking, Listening, Reading, Writing) as the course progress. At National 4 level you will also take an assessment called the Added Value Unit on 
a topic of your choice. At National 5 you will also have a Talking examination in March and a final SQA examination in Reading, Writing and Listening in May/June, all of which will make up 
your final grade. 
 
HIGHER FRENCH, GERMAN AND SPANISH 
To continue on to Higher you should have achieved National 5 (preferably at A or B). 
The Higher course further develops themes already familiar from National 5: Society, learning, Employability and Culture. You will also expand your grammatical understanding and ability 
to use the language independently and spontaneously. Assessment will follow the same pattern as at National 5.

NATIONAL 3 
This course has three mandatory units: Scottish - Era of the Great War 1919 - 1928, British - The Atlantic Slave Trade 1770 ς 1807, European and World - Hitler and Nazi Germany 1919 - 1939 
ς refer Nat 4/5 for details. Recommended entry in terms of prior learning and experience at the Broad General Education level may also provide an appropriate basis for doing this course. This 
course or its units may provide progression to the National 4 History course or its units 
 
NATIONAL 4 & 5 
This course has four mandatory units, including the Added Value Unit.  These are Scottish ς Era of the Great War 1919 - 1928 (Recruitment, Trench Warfare, Home Front - Impact of War. British 
ς The Atlantic Slave Trade 1770 ς 1807 (Effects on Africa, Triangle Trade, Life on Plantations, Effects on Britain and Abolition).  European and World - Hitler and Nazi Germany 1919 - 1939 
(Effects of WW1, Rise of the Nazis and Nazis in Power).  At National 4, pupils are also required to complete an Added Value Unit.  At National 5, pupils must complete an Assignment which is 
externally assessed, contributing to their overall grade. Entry to this course is at the discretion of teacher. However, learners would normally be expected to have attained the skills, knowledge 
and understanding required by outcomes from the Broad General Education in S1-S3 or having completed the National 3/4 History course. 

 
SCOTTISH STUDIES 
This course is available to S5 & S6 pupils and consists of one mandatory unit with completion of a cross-curricular assignment focusing on a Scottish theme which could, for example, include 
Art, the Scots Language and Dance.  The History element would require completion of the following unit: Scottish - Era of the Great War 1919 - 1928 ς refer Nat 4/5 for details 
 
HIGHER 
The course consists of three units which deal with British History 1850 - 1950, (Women and the Vote, Motives and an Evaluation of the Liberal Reforms 1906 ς 1914, and the Post-WW2 Welfare 
State); American History 1918 ς 1968, (Attitudes towards Immigrants, Causes of the Great Depression, Civil rights Movement); and Scottish History 1830 ς 1939 (Migration of Scots, Experience 
of Immigrants, Scots contribution to the Empire, Impact of Empire on Scotland).  Higher History may also be taken by a student who has a Higher pass in another Social Subject. 
 
ADVANCED HIGHER 
The course currently offered within the Department is Germany: Versailles to the Outbreak of World War II - 1918-1939. The City Campus offers both a British History and a Russian History 
course option. Generally, students should have an A or B pass at Higher History level for entry to this course.

Practical skills are developed via the making of scale models and full sized prototypes in a 
range of materials from cardboard and

Brief Course Descriptions 
 
Computing Science ï Computing Science enable learners to develop a range of computing and computational thinking skills across a range of contemporary contexts.  This includes 
analytical skills, problem-solving skills, design skills and the ability to develop, implement and test digital solutions.  These courses take account of the modern technologies and 
development methodologies related to software development and information systems. 
 
Cyber Security ï This course provides knowledge and skills in data security, digital forensics and ethical hacking.  These awards are designed to raise awareness of cyber security.  The 
course will encourage learners to improve their cyber hygiene and enable them to identify security weaknesses safely, legally and ethically.  They will also help learners to contribute more 
safely to virtual communities. 
 
Digital Media Editing - This course has been designed to provide an introduction to the processes involved in making and editing short films, radio programmes and a stills portfolio. You 
will cover idea development pre-production planning and post-production. All of this will be carried out as a member of a team working to a specific brief and deadline. You will be given a 
series of briefs for which you will acquire video footage, audio and stills photographs and you will then transfer them to your computer and edit them as required. 
 
Digital Media Animation ï This course has been developed due to the growing use of animation in areas such as the web and multimedia platforms ï games, phones, TV. The level of skill 
required for producing animation for these mediums is becoming more varied and less specialised in some areas e.g. web animation. Animation skills are therefore no longer unique to the 
film industry. The NPA in Digital Media Animation will introduce candidates to the fundamentals of animation, focusing 2D mainly on computer generated animation and introducing the 
techniques required to produce 3D animation. 

Other Departmental Information 
National 3 and 4 are assessed through end of unit assessments and coursework tasks ï there is no external exam.  National 5 to Advanced Higher is assessed through end of unit 
assessments, coursework task and an external exam. 
National Progression Awards are assessed through coursework tasks.  These portfolios will allow the pupils to demonstrate their full range of skills.  The pupils will also have a portfolio to 
show potential employers.

ASDAN Bronze: Working with Others, Problem Solving, Improving Own Learning and Performance, Research, Discussion, Oral Presentation 
SQA Employability:  The award is designed to help prepare students for the world of work,  it aims to enable students to be successful in making and sustaining the 
transition from non-work environments to employment: 

¶ Identify, and reflect on achievements from their previous and current experience which will help them to gain employment 

¶ Identify skills and attributes necessary for employment 

¶ Develop appropriate job seeking skills which will enable them to access employment 

¶ Understanding the demands and challenges of the workplace 
FAA Health and Safety at Work:  This is an award which prepares young people for the health and safety requirements within the work place.  They will learn about risk 
assessments, safety in the work place and how to prevent accidents from happening. 
FAA Emergency First Aid:  The aim of this award is to enable all students to deal with an unconscious casualty who is not breathing.  The award will teach students what 
to do in a life threatening emergency along with how to treat for shock, choking, breaks, strains and many other life threatening situations.  This award is an adult 
qualification which lasts 3 years. 
HeartStart:   HeartStart is an initiative co-ordinated by the British Heart Foundation, designed to teach people what to do in a life threatening emergency: simple skills 
that can save lives.  It aims to facilitate and support Emergency Life Support training in the community and schools across the UK. 
The Prince’s Award:  This award allows the students the opportunity to plan and prepare a 24 hour challenge which will make a significant contribution to their other 
SkillForce programme only delivered by SkillForce. 
The Duke of Edinburgh:   This is an opportunity for students to work on their team building, communication, confidence and forward thinking.  They will take part in 4 
sections over a period of 6 months, which if completed will lead to their DofE Bronze Award.  This Award is recognised by Colleges, Universities and Employers and is a 
great tool to have on your CV. 

What is SkillForce:  SkillForce delivers a proven, core skills based curriculum to young people across the country.  Our curriculum draws together academic and 
vocational qualifications and awards, community work and life skills, and sits squarely within the aims of the Curriculum for Excellence.
